RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF ALDERMEN 
OF THE CITY OF SOUTHAVEN, MISSISSIPPI TO AMEND 2020 BUDGET 

 
The Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the City of Southaven, Mississippi (the “City”), considered 
the matter of amending the 2021 City Budget.   
 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Miss. Code 21-35-25, the City desires to amend its 2021 budget; 

and  

WHEREAS, the City’s actual collections and anticipated revenues will exceed the 

estimates; thus, the City desires to revise and increase the budget appropriation of such funds as 

set forth in Exhibit A; and 

WHEREAS, the transfer from fund to fund, or from item to item, will not result in the 

expenditure of any money for a purpose different from that which was budgeted or collected; and  

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS: 

1. The City Board approves the budget amendment as set forth in Exhibit A and authorizes 
the Mayor or CAO or their designee to take any and all actions for such amendment.  

2. If required, the City is authorized to publish within two (2) weeks of this action in the 
same manner as the final adopted budget. This publication shall contain a description 
of the amendment, the amount of money and funds affected, and a detailed statement 
explaining the need and purpose of the amendment. The vote of each member of the 
municipality's governing authority on each amendment shall be included in the 
publication or posted notice. 

 
3. The Mayor or CAO or their designee are authorized to take all actions to further 

effectuate the intent of this Resolution.

The applicant is requesting subdivision approval to subdivide 6.54 acres of property on the 
northwest corner of Rasco Road and Greenbrook Pkwy. into 2 lots consisting of 2.30 acres 
and 4.24 acres.  Both lots will have direct access to Rasco Road and lot 2 is shown to include 
the TVA tower.  The proposed subdivision includes thirteen (13) feet of additional ROW 
dedication to the existing Rasco Road.  There is a two hundred (200) foot TVA easement 
shown on the north end of both proposed lots.  There is also a twenty five (25) foot sewer 
easement on the west end of lot 2 but it does not identify as public or private.   
Staff Recommendations: 
Staffs only comment would be to further define the sewer easement on lot 2.  The applicant 
has placed the appropriate notes and easements on the lot.  Staff has no further comments 
and recommends approval.

The applicant is requesting subdivision approval for Wright Minor Lot Subdivision on the west 
side of Tchulahoma Road, south of Goodman Road.

This application proposes 
subdividing the land and creating a lot consisting of 2.46 acres of property on the west end of 
the parcel which can be accessed via a proposed twenty (20) foot ingress/egress shown off of 
Tchulahoma Road through the existing parcel of land.

LANDSCAPE PLANTING NOTES
1. All located all existing underground utilities, including all recently installed utilities.  The 
Landscape Contractor shall immediately notify the Architect of any conflicts with utilities prior 
to proceeding with installation of plant materials.  Any utilities damaged as a result of planting 
activities shall be repaired and/or replaced by the Landscape Contractor at no additional 
expense to the Owner. Contractor shall verify the location of all underground utilities in the field 
prior to any start of planting installation.  The Contractor assumes responsibility for any 
damages to such utilities incurred by his company.

2.  All trees, shrubs, and ground covers indicated on the landscape plan shall be installed as the 
species specified in the plant schedule unless requested in writing by the Owner, who reserves 
the right to substitute similar plant materials.
3. The Landscape Contractor shall coordinate his work with all other trades on site.  Any 
planting areas disturbed as a result of general construction activity shall be immediately 
repaired /replaced by the Landscape Contractor at no additonal expense to the Owner.
4.  A pre‐emergent herbicide (Treflan, Eptan, or equal) shall be applied to all shrub beds prior to 
the installation of plant material.  The herbicide to be applied per manufacturer's specifications 
and all applicable State and local codes.
5.  All plant material shall be guaranteed for a minimum of one full year and a complete growing 
season. (May through September) Beginning after written acceptance from the Architect for the 
installation of the plant material.  At the conclusion of the growing season, or as requested by 
the Architect and/or Owner, all plants that are not vigorous, healthy, and in good condition shall 
be replaced by the Landscape Contractor at no additional expense to the Owner.  These 
replacement plants shall meet all specified qualities of the original plant materials and carry the 
same guarantee from the time of replacement.
6.  It is the Landscape Contractor's responsibility to verify with the General Contractor that the 
subgrade preparation has been complete and (4) inches of topsoil has been placed on all 
proposed lawn areas and planting beds.  The Landscape Contractor shall not begin any 
planting/installation until the General Contractor has completed the subgrade work and the 
topsoil has been installed.
7.  Any damage as a result of any planting activities shall immediately be repaired/replaced by 
the Landscape Contractor at no additional expense to the Owner.
8.  The Landscape Contractor shall have soil tests performed in lawn and planting bed areas to 
evaluate for nutrient and pH levels. The Landscape Contractor shall incorporate the necessary 
fertilizer or other specified soil additives recommened by the testing company for the proposed 
planting.  
9.  Prior to installation of sod, all proposed lawn areas shall be disked and raked smooth to a 
uniform grade as shown on the grading plan, be free of weeds and other debris, and the area 
fertilized as required.  After installation, sod shall be rolled at a sufficient rate to promote 
adequate root growth.  All sod shall be laid within 24 hours of arriving at the site.
10.  All plant material shall conform to the standards of the "American Standard for Nursery 
Stock" (latest edition) as published by the American Association of Nurserymen.
11.  Stake/guy all trees immediately after installation and prior to acceptance.  When high winds 
or other conditions occur, the Landscape Contractor shall take whatever precautions he deems 
necessary to protect the survival and appearance of the plants.
12.The planting Contractor shall locate a source for all planting materials prior to submitting his 
bid.  A minimum of 1 in 10 plants of each plant species shall have a label attached providing the 
common and scientific name of said plant.
13. Plant sizes are minimums.  The Contractor shall meet all size requirements listed.
14.All plant material shall be specimen quality as established by and shall conform to the latest 
edition of American Standard for Nursery Stock, published by the American Association of 
Nurserymen, and must be inspected upon delivery.
15.It is the Landscape Contractor’s responsibility to verify all quantities and availability of plants 
and materials shown on the plan prior to submitting a bid.  If selected, the Landscape 
Contractor shall make provisions necessary to have the necessary material to complete the 
landscape installation.
16.Seasonal color quantities refer to square footage.  Space as required for species.  Seasonal 
color as specified
17.The Landscape Contractor shall provide a one‐year warranty on all materials from date of 
installation.  The Landscape Contractor or the Owner’s Designee shall be responsible for 
maintenance for one year.  The name and contact information for the responsible party must be 
on file with the Landscape Inspector.  The Property Owner is required by City Ordinance to 
maintain the Landscaping and grassed areas in good condition, thereafter.
18.All plantings shall be thoroughly watered at the time of planting and as often thereafter as 
needed to keep the vegetation adequately hydrated.
19. Replacements shall also be guaranteed for a period of one year from date of installation.
20.No undersized plant material will be accepted.  Any substitutions must be approved by the 
City.
21.Remove all accessible Burlap or synthetic wrap.  Remove all accessible wire from baskets.  
Remove all ties from trees and shrubs.  
22. Score sides of planting pits to promote root growth.
23.The backfill mixture for all planting materials shall be a mixture of 1/3 top soil,  1/3 peat 
moss, and 1/3 sand, or  equal.  
24.All planting installations including trees, pocket planted shrubs and beds shall be completed 
with top 3” layer of shredded bark or other approved mulch.
25.All plants shall be vigorous, healthy material free of pests and disease.  Use appropriate 
fertilizers in recommended quantities.
26. Stake trees only when necessary.  All ties must be removed at the end of the one‐year 
warranty period.
27.Any material that dies or defoliates prior to acceptance of the work will be promptly 
removed and replaced.
28. All landscaped areas shall be irrigated and inspected.  An “As‐built” irrigation plan must be 
on file in the City Engineer’s Office before the Landscaping Inspection will be finalized.
29. No business will be allowed a Business License until all Landscape issues are resolved.
30.Keep all irrigation lines and apparatus and landscape materials within the property 
boundaries, and out of City Right‐of‐Way.
31.Adjust irrigation spray to limit waste of water and prevent spray into street.
32.The Landscape Architect or the Owner or the City of Southaven reserves the right to reject 
any or all planting materials which in their opinion do not appear to fit for this planting 
installation.
33.The Contractor shall strictly follow city ordinances, approved plans, planting details and 
notes.
34.Adjustments may be made to the plan per field conditions, Utility conflicts, or to avoid 
obstruction of the sight triangle at access points, or intersections.
35.Any substitutions or changes must be approved by the City of Southaven.
36.Any areas that are not landscaped shall be covered with seed or sod.  Including the area 
between the property line and the edge of pavement. These areas shall be properly loosened 
and amended to promote growth.  
37.Any banks, drainage ditches, or swales, must have a finished grade, be stabilized with sod, 
erosion control mat, stand of grass from seed or other approved technique, provide positive 
drainage with no pooling, and be easily maintained post construction.
38. Adjust planting beds as needed to provide for proper drainage
39.The Contractor is to keep the work area reasonably clean.

Staff Comments:  
The applicant is requesting design review approval for two three (3) story loft buildings on lots 
30 and 31 of Silo Square commercial area phase 1.  The following items were submitted:  
 
Building Elevations: 
The applicant is proposing to use a mixture of brick, artesian lap siding and stucco for the 
materials.  These materials are set to meet the materials for the pedestrian bridge which is 
located north of the site.  Per the plans, the applicant is using a red brick for the entire bottom 
story which will transition into the wider lap siding slats in white for the second floor and 
finally carry to the third floor with a thinner lap siding in the same color for the majority of the 
building.  There are some main corner towers and areas in between that have been proposed 
with solid brick to further break up the building line.  Additionally, the elevation also provides 
depth along the wall line by stepping the walls in and out to give a shadow line of depth along 
all elevations.  The roof is proposed as the same style as the mixed use buildings on May Blvd, 
which is a flat style that varies in height.    One thing that has been incorporated which is 
different from the mixed use buildings are the accent caps on the tower areas which have 
been designed to capture some of the architectural aspects of the Planter’s Bank on the 
corner of Getwell Road and May Blvd.  There are wrought iron balconies shown with white 
sided accent bands on the bottoms.  Black metal canopies are shown along portions of the 
third story window lines and black shutters are shown on the first floor to further diversify the 
elevation.     
 
Landscaping: 
The landscape plan incorporates the following materials:

Shade trees- Allee Elms @ 3.5” caliper 
 
Ornamental trees- Natchez Crape Myrtle @ 8’ high and multi trunk, Oak Leaf Holly @ 2.5” 
caliper 
 
Shrubs: Miscanthus Ornamental grass in 5” pots, Dwarf Japanese holly at 3 gallon minimums, 
knock-out-roses at 3 gallon minimums and Encore Azalea at 3 gallon minimums.   
 
Per the plan, the applicant has lined Silo Square Lane South and the interior drive into the 
buildings with a single row of Allee Elm shade trees.  Additional shade trees have also been 
incorporated into the parking medians.  Along the front of building 2 the applicant is showing 
a double row of Dwarf Japanese holly and encore azalea.  Additional shrubs have been placed 
at the entry points off of Silo Square Lane.   
 
The applicant has submitted a lighting plan to show wall pack down lights painted to match 
the black/bronze materials.   
 
  
Staff Recommendations:  
Staff has worked with the applicant on the design of the building and is agreeable on the 
materials and elevations submitted.   
 
The landscaping should vary more and include a better mixture of materials.  Instead of lining 
the drives with a single line of Allee Elms, staff would like to see every other one removed and 
replaced with a cluster of three white Natchez Crape Myrtles.  The applicant should take an 
evergreen species of ornamental tree to place up against the first floor of the building to 
soften the brick line.  The applicant will need to place a tight row of evergreens around both 
dumpster area to provide additional screening above and beyond the brick material required 
to enclose the area.  The applicant should take the double row of shrub materials shown on 
the east side of building 2’s parking lot and incorporate that around both west side parking 
lots to create uniformity.   
 
The applicant did not submit a plan for road of parking lot lighting.   To keep the flow of Silo 
Square, the applicant should use either the single head or double head or both options to line 
the perimeter of the interior road and parking lot.  Silo Square Lane South should already have 
a lighting plan to match with Silo Square Lane North.   
 
Staff would ask that the applicant be allowed to submit the landscape and lighting revisions 
administratively since the changes are minor.  
 
 
Staff has no further comments and recommends approval with comments.
